In Paragraph 17.d.ii--- Distribution Energy Efficiency-  Electrical Distribution System

 Distribution Energy Efficiency is a new concept for the region.  It is energy savings upstream from a customer's meter and fully in control of the local distribution utility or the regional transmission provider.  Prior to targets being established and included within the 6th Power Plan, there needs to be common definition and common measurement, verification and tracking.  BPA, ETO, NEEA and utilities need to work together to develop common understanding across the region of:

1) distribution energy efficiency definition

2) potential conservation measures utilities might apply

3) measure and verification methods

4) approach and agreement for regional tracking (common approach by all utilities and BPA)
