What we need to address for our Final Report
1. Please consider the issues raised at the Oct. 3 Executive Committee meeting.
Smart Grid

· Calls to integrate Smart Grid into Work Group 2 platform (received multiple comments from Executive Board members).  Issues raised in relation to distributed generation, the advent of Smart Grid appliances, etc.

· Need to find any links between Smart Grid and Work Group #6 Subgroup on Smart Grid/Load Management

Demonstration projects

· Glaring need to look at opportunities for demonstration projects in the region (large focus in the 1980s)

Work Group Focus

· Need to focus on ways to keep the pipeline full with new technology

· Revisit focusing on top three to six leading technologies (might miss something that way)

· Would like to see support for lots of small efforts that will allow for us develop a robust list of emerging technologies to feed the pipeline

· Consider California’s model for emerging technology

· Keep an eye on what’s being done internationally

· Look at what’s being done across the region and see how R&D is being coordinated.  How does what’s being done in the Northwest fit in with the rest of the county?  Should we look at integrating or going alone?  Options to integrate regionally, nationally, internationally.

· Need periodic assessment of new emerging solutions and technologies with special focus on EPRI, DOE, National Labs and California – identifying those with potential benefit to the Northwest and how they can feed into market transformation.

2. Please work to address the following in your final report as it relates to your refined list of priority recommendations: 

a. What is the value added to the region of the recommendation? Why is it important?

b. What is not occurring now that we should be doing?

c. Is there a way to do things more efficiently than what we are doing today?

d. How would you suggest that your recommendations be implemented? Who and how?

e. Is there strong support within your Work Group for the priority recommendations?

The answers to these questions will help to address the fundamental question of whether there is broad enough support to ensure that the various priority recommendations will actually be implemented (which is the goal of the Taskforce).

Schedule

We plan to have a draft report to the Executive Committee in advance of our Jan. 9 meeting at the Portland Airport Sheraton. Therefore, we have two important deadlines: 
Dec. 1 - Identification of likely high priority recommendations and potential legislative proposals (if any). These do not need to be in a detailed report format. A specific list of high priority recommendations that have addressed the questions above would suffice. We will use these lists to begin to test the recommendations with the Executive Committee in advance of beginning to write the Draft Report.
Dec. 15 - Final reports outlining priority recommendations and supporting rationale.
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
