Commission Member) and Terry Gibson, Chairman Shoshone-Paiute Tribes (USRT Commission 
Member), will provide an overview of the work and structure of the USRT organization to date.

These Tribal leaders will emphasize their common 
strategies for working together to achieve a unified vision for their fish, wildlife, and cultural 
resource goals within the Columbia River Basin.

Subsistence Hunting and Fishing 

The lower Snake River and tributaries (Boise, 
Payette, Weiser, Owyhee, Malheur, Burnt and 
Salmon Rivers.) were highly productive fisheries 

 

Historically, the average annual fish harvest for the 
Salmon River region, based on estimates from 
Hewes (1947), Rostlund (1952), and Walker (1993), 
was 233,555 fish (range 36,500-604,166), equaling  
roughly 700 lbs/person 

 

Average annual fish harvest  

   (SBT) from 1992-2006 was  

   approximately 200 salmon/year,  

   equaling 0.6 lbs/person
